LASTING: Buds will open progressively over
a period of days — remove blooms past their
prime.

CARE & HANDLING: Upon arrival cut stems
and place into a clean container with fresh,
tepid water and fresh flower food solution.
Keep in cool location out of direct sunlight
and drafts. Replenish water as needed. You
can also prolong your enjoyment by drying
the flower.
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
